Procedure for the Final:  Eight of the terms listed below will appear on the final exam.  You will be expected to write mini-essays on four of the terms.  To be fully prepared, then, you need to come into the exam ready to write about any eight of the terms below.  I will be looking for a minimum of duplication of information in your different mini-essays.
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Mini-Essays 
The mini-essays should combine important details (What?  When?  Who?  Where?  Why?  How?) with a discussion of historical significance.  Try to integrate important facts within an overall analysis.  What context might you provide?  Can you imaginatively use the terms to say something interesting about the history of the Vietnam War?

Instead of individual identifications, each mini-essay asks you to bring together two terms.  How can the two terms be fit together?  What possible themes might you use to focus your mini-essay (in designing the exam, I did not have a magic theme in mind for each term but did choose pairs of terms that logically opened themselves to comparison)?

There should be sufficient time to complete the exam in the scheduled two hours but students will be offered as much extra time as is necessary.
